SAN FRANCISCO- Latino musicians with roots spanning the Americas will come together in San Francisco’s Mission District under the theme of Arreglos de Paz: A Latino Quest for Peace in the Middle East at Acción Latina's 23nd Annual Encuentro del Canto Popular on December 4 - 5, 2004 at the Brava Theater.  Headlining this year’s festival are nueva canción pioneers Gabino Palomares of Mexico and the Nicaraguan duo Guardabarranco, who will be joined by Bay Area groups Caminante, Los Nadies, Palenque, and Los Mocosos.  Together these artists will make a collective call for peace through their magical alchemy of lyrics and music

Nuevo Canción is music that reflects the aspirations of the people and their desires for a world free from poverty, inequality and unjust wars. The genre was born in the political upheaval that swept Latin America and the Caribbean during the 1950s and '60s. Its revolutionary legacy continues in spoken word and music lyrics of young artists who produce music with a social justice message.

La Opinión newspaper (Los Angeles) wrote "...Palomares sings what his heart tells him with such fluency of thought that it would be a sin to interrupt him."  The Arizona Daily Star wrote about Guardabarranco "It would be impossible to remain unmoved by their music. Their songs are hopeful in the face of adversity, gentle in the face of agression...Katia's breathtaking voice is sometimes too beautiful for description." 

Saturday, December 4      

Caminante

A sister and two brothers, Liliana, Rafael and Francisco Herrera share 30 years of musical experience ranging from Baja California to the Bay Area.  Using vocal harmonies, a guitar and percussion, they sing stories of love, pain, war, joys and human dignity.  Their music, steeped in the tradition of Latin American folklore and storytelling, evokes jazz and blues melodies.  Based in their migrant community experience, Caminante’s music erases borders and helps us weave closer ties with one another.

Los Nadies

Their name (the 'no ones") comes from a poem by Urguayan historian Eduardo Galeano decrying the invisibility of the dispossessed. Los Nadies have created one of the freshest sounds to come out of the Bay Area’s Latin music scene in a long time, bringing a keen mix of politics, poetry, street party and musicianship to every performance. Their unique blend of rock, nueva trova, South American folklore and Afro-Latin rhythms follows and expands on the tradition of celebration and protest put forth by musicians like Silvio Rodriguez, Manu Chao, and Santana.

Gabino Palomares

Since the 1970’s, singer and composer Gabino Palomares has been considered one of the pioneers of nuevo canción.  He has performed at the largest venues in Latin America where he has shared the stage with renown singers such as Serrat of Spain, Cubans Silvio Rodriguez and Pablo Milanes, and Mercedes Sosa of Argentina.  His hit “La Maldicion de la Malinche” song has been recorded by artists around the planet in many languages.  Palomares uses his music to support social justice causes including rights for political prisoners in Guantanamo Bay, Afghanistan, and the United States.

Sunday, December 5

Palenque

Newcomers Palenque have energized the San Francisco Bay Area with an uplifting style of Cuban music known as Son Montuno.  Band director German Donatien has roots in the National School of Music in Cuba. The band pays tribute to the traditional music of great Cuban artists such as Ibrahim Ferrer, Celia Cruz, and Eliades Ochoa. 

Los Mosocos

Born in San Francsico's Mission district, Los Mocosos come from the tradition that brought us Santana, Malo and War — classic bands that successfully crossed cultural and musical borders. Los Mocosos are now breaking out of the inner city and , apparently, are intent on taking over the world. An article in Time Out stated that Los Mocosos's music is "...social pointed commentary disguised as good-time party music." 

Guardabarranco

Named after the national bird of Nicaragua, Guardabarranco consists of brother and sister Salvador and Katia Cardenal who use voice and guitar to harmonize on original songs. Their family tree includes many artists, including the revoluntionary poet Ernesto Cardenal. Formed during the Nicaruaguan Revolution, Guardabarranco is quoted as saying that while they identified "with the revolution, their commitment is with the free and thinking people."

Acción Latina is a San Francisco-based nonprofit dedicated to promoting social change and cultural pride in the Latino community. Acción Latina publishes El Tecolote, the oldest bilingual Spanish/English newspaper serving the Bay Area; sponsors the Festival de Los Rehiletes Musicales, a bilingual musical experience for young children; and the Fuerza Joven project, which helps local youth develop their talents in the arts and journalism.
